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Introduction:

The program is reviewed and evaluated annually through internal and external
auditing procedures and programs, such as the External Examiner Program.

The academic program description provides a concise summary of the
main features of the program and its courses, clarifying the skills that students
are expected to acquire in accordance with the objectives of the academic
program. The importance of this description lies in the fact that it represents
the cornerstone for obtaining program accreditation. It is prepared by the
teaching staff under the supervision of the scientific committees within the
academic departments.

This guide, in its second edition, includes a description of the academic
program after updating the items and sections of the previous guide in light of
recent developments and changes in the educational system in Iraq. It covers
the academic program description in its traditional format (annual and
semester systems), as well as the adoption of the standardized academic
program description approved under the letter of the Department of Studies
(No. T M3/2906 dated 3/5/2023) concerning programs that adopt the Bologna
Process as the basis of their operation.

In this regard, we can only emphasize the importance of preparing
accurate descriptions of academic programs and course syllabi to ensure the
proper functioning of the educational process.

Program Mission: A brief statement clarifying the objectives and the activities 'u
necessary to achieve them, while defining the program’s development paths and
directions.

Program Objectives: Statements that describe what the academic program
intends to achieve within a specified period of time; they should be measurable
and observable.
