The study of the evidence that is disputed in it (such as: Istihsan, the | Course
Interests of the Messenger, the Companionship, the Blocking of Objectives
Excuses, the Custom of the Companions, and it was prescribed by
us) represents the flexible and vital aspect of the principles of
jurisprudence, and it has very important scientific and
methodological goals, and its objectives are as follows:

V- Opening the horizons of ijtihad in contemporary situations, so that
the study of these evidences (especially the interests sent and the
blocking of pretexts) leads to finding legitimate solutions to
emerging issues in which there is no direct text, consensus, or clear
analogy.

Y- Understanding the reasons for the difference between jurists and
madhhabs, these evidences are the main source of the difference of
schools of jurisprudence (such as the school of athar and the school
of opinion).

Y- Showing the tolerance of the Shari'ah and removing the
embarrassment, for the evidence of Istihsan and the evidence of
Istihsah is to preserve and facilitate the spirit of the Shari‘ah,
because Istihsan is the refusal from a clear analogy that may lead to
hardship, to a hidden analogy or an exception that achieves
facilitation, or to keep the situation as its origin (the original
innocence) until there is evidence to ease the burden on people.

t- Protecting society and achieving jurisprudential and moral
security through the study of blocking pretexts, the fundamentalist




aims to prevent supplication by permissible means to reach
forbidden ends, for the purpose of protecting legitimate purposes by
monitoring the outcomes (results of actions), and not only the
appearance of actions.

1. Teaching and Learning Strategies

The study of the evidence that differs in it (such as the favoritism,
the interests sent, and the blocking of pretexts) requires
educational strategies that rely on discussion, analysis of the
consequences, and linking to reality, because these evidences
represent the ""area of free ijtihad" in which the genius of the
jurist appears, and the most important strategies are:

V- The strategy of case study and budget : This strategy is the best
for teaching the sent interests and blocking the excuses.

Y- The strategy of jurisprudential debate, because these evidences
differ in them, and debate is the best way to understand the views
of the madhhabs.

Y- The strategy of analyzing the outcomes is used specifically to
guide the blocking of excuses, by training the student's mind not
to stand on the surface of the text, but to consider the results of
actions and their impact on society.

The comparative study strategy is used to distinguish between
convergent evidence (e.g., the difference between measurement
and approbation).

°- The strategy of historical research, used to study the evidence

of the Shari'ah by us and the words of the Companions.
